Only 
one day later they were already put to good 
use by a pastoral couple from Florida! To 
offer the most profitable rest we placed the 
benches where they receive shade in the 
summer and sunshine in the winter, spaced 
out appropriately to allow the guests to take 
a break twice!

We are indeed most 
grateful for your concern and your involve-
ment.
